FedEx Ground Breaks Ground for New Columbus Facility
New distribution center near Muscogee Technology Park will double the size of local operations

FedEx Ground, the small-package ground delivery unit of FedEx Corp. (NYSE: FDX), hosted a groundbreaking ceremony today to celebrate the construction of a new distribution facility in Columbus, Ga. FedEx Ground officials joined the Greater Columbus Georgia Chamber of Commerce and local dignitaries at the announcement.


Work is already underway at a site near Muscogee Technology Park for a new 55,656 square-foot terminal. The facility, which will open in August 2007, will be more than double the size of the existing company location on Miller Road that it will replace. 

Over a five-year period, the new FedEx Ground facility will add more than 50 local jobs for a total workforce of approximately 114 employees and independent contractors.
The new FedEx Ground facility represents a $5,000,000 capital investment and is part of the company’s nationwide network expansion plan launched in September 2002. 
Baseline Development, headquartered in Southern Pines, North Carolina, is the developer

selected by FedEx Ground to build the distribution center. Baseline Development has built

more than a dozen FedEx Ground facilities in the United States.
“We would like to thank the Georgia Department of Transportation, Columbus Consolidated 

Government, Jordan Jones & Goulding and Dunn Construction Company,” said Elliott McKenzie 

of Baseline Development. “We would especially like to thank the Development Authority of 

Columbus. We feel like the partnership we entered with the Development Authority of Columbus

is the most successful and cooperative relationship we have ever had anywhere we built a FedEx

Ground facility.” 

In addition to this facility, FedEx Ground has 21 facilities in Georgia with a total workforce of more 

than 2,200 local employees and independent contractors.
