Two companies announce $11 million in investments and creation of new jobs

Ground was broken today on the 192-acre NorthWest Harris Business Park, located on Highway 103 approximately five miles from the Kia site. Two companies also announced they will be locating in the park.
Xpress Materials, LLC has started construction on a 50-acre site and plans to invest $10 million and create 45 jobs initially, growing to 100 jobs by 2009. “We feel this is the right location with the expected growth in the region during the next decade,” said Jay Walker, president MMV Consulting, LLC, spokesman for Xpress Materials. “This is a good business decision.”
IMS, Inc. announced it is investing $1 million and will employ 16-20 people at their new facility which will be built on 12 acres. “Our firm manufactures pipe fittings and valves for water treatment and waste water,” said Marc Simmons, president of IMS. 

“Today is an exciting step for Harris County with the NorthWest Harris Business Park,” said Carmen Cavezza, chair of the Valley Partnership. “It will provide growth and diversity of industries and jobs for the region. It is rare to have three announcements in one event like today where you not only opened a new business park but also announced the first two businesses.”
