Kodak Breaks Ground in Columbus for Expansion

<A title='Kodak website' href=”http://www.kodak.com” target=new>Kodak</A> broke ground today on an expansion of its plate production facility in Columbus, Georgia, adding 16,000 square feet to a 250,000 square foot facility in Corporate Ridge Business Park. Kodak will use this third production line to meet the digital plate supply needs of print service providers in a wide variety of markets.<br><br>
Kodak’s investment in the new production line totals approximately $15 million. The increased plate production capacity is expected to result in 50 new jobs, bringing the number of people employed at the facility to 300.<br><br>
Kodak selected its Columbus, Georgia facility for this expansion based on several factors, including the experienced and capable workforce of technical staff and operators.<br><br>
The completion of construction and the beginning of plate production is scheduled to take place in the second quarter of 2009.<br><br>
The Columbus facility was first opened in 1990 by Sun Chemical to produce Polychrome branded plates. In 1998, Sun Chemical entered a joint venture with Kodak to form Kodak Polychrome Graphics. In 2005 Kodak Polychrome Graphics became a wholly owned subsidiary of Kodak.<br><br>
The facility currently produces a broad portfolio of conventional and digital plates.
