Governor Perdue Announces $1M OneGeorgia Grant Award to Harris County 

December 7, 2009 

Georgia Governor Sonny Perdue and members of the OneGeorgia Authority Board met today at Southwest Georgia Technical College and approved a grant in the amount of 
$1 million to the Harris County Development Authority.

OneGeorgia EDGE grant funds will be used to assist with site preparation to support the location of Hoover Universal, Inc., d.b.a. Johnson Controls, Inc. (JCI), an auto supply manufacturer, to Harris County/West Point. 

JCI constructed a 127,500 square-foot facility on 27 acres in the Northwest Harris Business Park, which is located six miles from the Kia Motors Manufacturing Georgia (KMMG) automobile assembly plant. Total project cost is over $35 million and will result in the creation of 300 jobs in the next two years.
The Company will manufacture interior automotive components, such as seats and door panels, as a Tier 1 supplier to KMMG.
