NCR announced today it would locate a manufacturing and research and development facility in Columbus, GA creating 870 jobs in the next five years.

The Columbus facility will act as an innovation hub for the next generation NCR SelfServ ATM family. The facility will produce advanced technology that enables consumers to use ATMs for a growing range of financial transactions such as no-envelope deposit.
